Dr. Ahern advised that some of the contributions of different SIGs were more nuanced and difficult to quantify (e.g., the Technology SIG’s role in the creation and support of the Digital Health Council).

SBM staff also solicited ideas on how the national office might better serve and support the SIGs so that they are better able to meet their goals. Suggestions included:
· Additional staff professional expertise.
· Changing the practice of SIGs being required to pay to advertise job opportunities in the Weekly SIG Digest as it makes the SIGs less effective in making SBM members aware of jobs in their field.
· Make improvements to the abstract submission system.
