Minutes
1. 04.22.13 Minutes Approval
After hearing no council member objections, minutes were approved by Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin. 
2. Potential Sessions for 2014 Annual Meeting 
The theme for this year’s meeting is “Behavior Matters: The Impact and Reach of Behavioral Medicine.” The deadlines for abstract submissions and session proposals will fall on the same day, which will be sometime in early September. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin encouraged council members to work with Special Interest Groups to create sessions. Besides strengthening ties within SBM, SIGs also have budgets to pay for any potential costs associated with planning the session.
Action Item: Holland will forward the council a document that outlines the different session types in which members can submit.

a. Public Health Law Research (PHLR)
Dr. Knight wants to continue engaging the members of PHLR. They had exhibited at the 2013 Annual Meeting with only a small number of people visiting their booth. Dr. Knight feels that PHLR would be highlighted better at a session level. The current idea is either to hold a seminar and/or create a competition for funding. Dr. Knight will be visiting the PHLR offices this summer to go over more details.
b. American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM)
Dr. Goodrich reported that Matt Buman will be attending the ACSM meeting and speaking with ACSM members about the potential 2014 SBM meeting plans, along with other potential liaison activities. 
c. North American Primary Care Research Group (NAPCRG)
Dr. Carroll has recently submitted a workshop proposal for the November NAPCRG meeting that would focus on implementation challenges. SBM members, Dr. Caroline Richardson and Dr. Gary Bennett will be the co-presenters. The same workshop idea might be proposed/expanded for the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting.
d. American Pain Society (APS)
Dr. Cheatle plans on submitting a symposium on pain and physical activity. He will be contacting the Physical Activity SIG for potential collaboration. He will also be continuing discussion with the current and past president of APS. The APS leadership may be able to help with the session for the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting, but most likely the liaison building will take more time to develop.
e. Veterans Affairs (VA)
Dr. Goodrich is contemplating submitting a session on lessons learned on integrated care from the VA.
f. American College on Epidemiology (ACE)
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin has been in communication with leaders of ACE. They would like to integrate a course, originally held at the SBM annual meeting, into the upcoming ACE meeting. They are also thinking of organizing a methods based course for the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting. 
3. Update on Current Liaison Activities
a. American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM)
Members of the Physical Activity SIG and ACSM held a conference call to discuss potential policy topics/areas in which the group could focus. One idea is cost effectiveness research. Before moving forward the council would like to check to see what role the SPLC can play with the ACSM and what the responsibility of the Board/Executive Committee might be.
b. Cochrane Collaboration
Currently the Cochrane Collaboration is going through a strategic planning process, so will be unable move forward with any liaison activities until this has finished. The planning is tentatively planned to be completed by this fall. 
c. Veterans Affairs
Because Dr. Knight will be working so closely with the PHLR group, and because of his role in the Military and Veterans’ Health SIG, Dr. Goodrich will take over providing updates and keeping the council connected to VA leaders.
4. Other Business

On the next call, Dr. Carroll asked for agenda time to get feedback on future plans for the North American Primary Care Research Group liaison. The council will also discuss the other agenda items that were tabled:
