Minutes
1. 05.20.13 Minutes Approval
After hearing no council member objections, minutes were approved by Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin. 
2. Council Member Expansion 
There were a few members that have or will be cycling off of the council. In order to fill those vacant positions, and further enrich the liaison relationships, Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin would like to discuss potential new members and liaison relationships. Because of his considerable contributions to evidence based behavioral medicine, including as past chair of the EBBM Council, Dr Sheinfeld Gorin has invited Dr. Paul Jacobsen to join the initiative to engage evidence-based behavioral medicine organizations. Dr. Suzanne O’Neill will be stepping away from the council, but has recruited Dr. Erika Waters to take over the liaison relationship with Society for Medical Decision Making. Dr. O’Neill has agreed to stay on the Council over the transition period. 
Dr. Julie Wright wanted to gauge the Council’s interest on a potential liaison relationship with a health communication organization. Dr. Wright will be meeting with a health communication researcher to better understand the field. She will also check the SBM membership directory to see if there are any communication researchers to invite act as a liaison representative. Dr. Knight mentioned that Dr Cheatle had previously worked with the National Communication Association, so he may be able to provide insight on the potential new relationship. 
Because the Council has shown interest, Dr. Wright will carry-on by finding more information and contacting Dr. Cheatle about his past work.

3. Potential Council Plans for 2014 Annual Meeting 
Holland forwarded the committee the descriptions of all of the session types for the SBM Annual Meeting. Drs. O’Neill and Waters stated that there was a possibility that the Health Decision Making SIG and/or the Society for Medical Decision Making will be submitting a session idea. 
Dr. Wright has proposed a session idea that would focus on membership engagement. Drs. Sherry Pagoto and Gary Bennett both expressed interest in helping out with this session. They would speak about how becoming actively involved with SBM has helped to advance their careers. Dr. Wright is also looking into getting the Student SIG involved with this session.  
4. Council Procedures Manual
Holland has put together a first draft of the Scientific and Professional Liaison Council’s Procedures Manual. This manual will outline a formal step-by-step process to liaison formation. The manual will also include a liaison proposal form, an annual report form, and a fundraising request form. 
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin currently has the latest draft of the manual and will forward any edits that she has to SBM staff. Once those edits have been incorporated into the document, the procedures manual will be forwarded to the council for review and comments. Staff is hoping that the manual will be approved by the full board during their fall meeting.
5. Liaison Activity Update
The council did not have any additional liaison activity to report on this month’s call. Dr. Knight reported that she will have additional information on the Public Health Law Research collaboration on the next call. Dr. Goodrich, as Military and Veterans’ Health SIG co-chair, will update on the VA collaborations for future calls.
