Minutes
1. 07.01.13 Minutes Approval
After hearing no council member objections, minutes were approved by Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin. 
2. Discuss Potential Plans/Ideas for SPLC’s 2014 Annual Meeting Contributions
a. Preconference Sessions

North American Primary Care Research Group (NAPCRG) – Dr. Carroll will be presenting a workshop at the NAPCRG meeting which will be co-presented with Drs. Gary Bennett, Caroline Richardson, and Robert Petrella. The session will be methods based, focusing on implementation challenges (and strategies to address) in diabetes prevention. The group is considering a recap of and/or outgrowth from the NAPCRG session at the SBM meeting. They are not sure of the exact format in which they want to present for the SBM meeting but are considering a symposium. 
Action Item: Dr. Carroll will share the abstract with the other council members. Dr. Sheinfeld will then share it with the Evidence-Based Behavioral Medicine (EBBM) Special Interest Group (SIG) to see if there would be interested in collaborating.
VA – Dr. Goodrich reported that he heard that the VA, along with the Diabetes SIG and the EBBM SIG, are planning a diabetes translational intervention symposium. Because Dr. Richardson is the co-chair of the Diabetes SIG, there is a chance that this symposium is linked with the NAPCRG session idea that Dr. Carroll mentioned.
Action Item: Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will connect with the SIG chairs to see if this potential session is connected to the potential NAPCRG session.
b. Symposia

American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM) – Later this week, there is a meeting being held to discuss possible symposium ideas. One potential idea is focusing on the implementation of Exercise as Medicine and its challenges. A few years ago SBM and ACSM held an Exercise as Medicine symposium, but since then the two groups have not worked together. SBM might be holding a session at ACSM’s Meeting which will be a workshop on counseling skill-building in physical activity intervention. Exchange of resources, such as funding for student travel awards, has also been discussed. This funding request would have to come before the board or a SIG would have to be approached.

c. Other

Action Item: Holland will contact Dr. Knight to see if the Public Health Law Research group would be interested in exhibiting again or if they might be holding a session. 

3. Update on Current Non-Meeting Related Liaison Activities
a. NAPCRG

Dr. Carroll asked the group for tips or strategies on how to best promote SBM and accelerate liaison activities with NAPCRG while at their upcoming annual meeting. Unfortunately, there is no structured council/committee get together at NAPCRG meeting so there is no opportune time to meet with leaders. The group suggested circulating SBM materials. SBM staff can forward brochures that Dr. Carroll can bring with her. The group also suggested organizing an informal dinner. NAPCRG has their own SIGs, so Dr. Carroll will contact the most relevant SIGs to SBM. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin encouraged Dr. Carroll to find out who from SBM will be attending the NAPCRG meeting to facilitate interchanges (possible attendees include Drs. Roger Kessler, Russ Glasgow and Mark Vogel of the Integrated Primary Care SIG). 
Action Item: Holland will follow-up with Dr. Carroll regarding the status of the Membership Brochure and other materials she may distribute when onsite at the NAPCRG meeting. 
b. ACSM
No additional activities to report.
c. Society for Medical Decision Making (SMDM) and Health Decision Making (HDM) SIG
Drs. O’Neill and Waters will be talking in early August about their liaison plans for the year. They will be focusing on how to engage HDM SIG members this year.

d. Pain

Dr. Cheatle was not on call. Updates will be provided next month.
e. Informatics

No activities to report.
f. EBBM

Dr. Jacobsen will be reaching out to the new EBBM Committee Chair, Dr. Ken Resnicow to get updated on the committee’s future plans. He will help out if/when he can.
g. Public Health Law Research – 
Dr. Knight was not on call. Updates will be provided next month.
h. Other
No additional activities to report.
4. Council Member Expansion

Dr. Jacobsen will be joining the council after the formal approval by board, which will take place at the end of the week. Dr. Jacobsen is a longstanding SBM member and has contributed to board as past EBBM Committee Chair. He is located at the Moffitt Cancer Center and focuses on behavioral aspects of cancer prevention and control. Because of his past and current work, he can connect to various cancer societies along with other societies interested in evidence-based medicine.

Dr. Goodrich suggested it might be advantageous to add a member tied to American Heart Association. Dr. Laura Hayman has been the past liaison representative and she might be able to provide suggestions. Drs. Wright and Sheinfeld Gorin will follow-up. 
Dr. Carroll suggested adding policy experts to work with Dr. Knight, given the recent work SBM has been doing. The council also thought that it may be redundant to what is occurring in the SBM structure. 

Dr. Wright is also looking into a Health Communications representative and will update the council at a later date.
Action Item: Dr. Wright will ask Dr. Hayman for suggestions to act as the American Heart Association liaison representative. 
If other council members have any ideas they are asked to forward the additional suggestions to Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin or Holland.

5. Other Business

Dr. Wright is currently planning a session which will highlight established SBM members discussing how their SBM involvement has advanced their careers. Because this session is directly targeted to junior and/or new members of SBM, Dr. Wright and SBM staff thought it might be a good fit to merge with the SBM Meet and Greet held at the Annual Meetings each year. Dr. Wright will be meeting with Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin and Membership Council Chair, Dr. Monica Baskin on Wednesday to discuss the possible merge of sessions.
Dr. Gorin wrote an article for the Spring/Summer issue of Outlook about the Council’s activities.

Action Item: Dr. Gorin will edit her Outlook article to include NAPCRG as the liaison group in formation.
