Minutes
1. Discussion of SPLC liaison activity
a. North American Primary Care Research Group (NAPCRG)
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will check-in with Dr. Carroll to see how the NAPCRG preconference session planning is progressing.
b. American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM)
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin is working with members of ACSM and SBM on a journal article that results from the ACSM and SBM sessions for the American Journal of Medicine, as invited by Sherry Pagoto. 
Dr. Goodrich is going to touch base with the Physical Activity SIG Chair, Dr. Matt Buman and ACSM member Dr. Lynette Craft to plan a session for the 2015 SBM Annual Meeting. 
c. Decision Making
Dr. Waters is working with the Health Decision Making SIG and Society of Medical Decision Making on a potential preconference session. The topic will focus the process of good medical decision making and how the definition of a good decision changes with different perspectives. Using case studies from the National Cancer Institute, speakers (including physicians, health psychologists, representatives from insurance groups, etc.) will provide their perspectives on how a good decision is approached. In response to Dr Waters’ request, members of the SPLC suggested potential speakers for the session (e.g., Lisa Schwartz, Paul Han, speakers from Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, and the Pacific Business Group on Health).
Ms. Stone will be forwarding Dr. Waters the names of SBM members/meeting attendees that have connections to insurance companies for additional ideas. 
d. Pain

Dr. Cheatle was not on the call, so updates from the pain liaison were not provided.
e. Informatics

Dr. Wright is working on a session for the 2015 Annual Meeting, working with the Technology SIG and members of AMIA (American Medical Informatics Association).
f. American Psychosocial Oncology Society (APOS)
Dr. Jacobsen was not on the call. Updates on APOS will be provided on a subsequent call. 
g. Public Health Law Research (PHLR)
Dr. Knight and members of PHLR are working out the details for their proposed preconference session for the SBM Annual Meeting. They will be asking the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation (RWJF) to fund a portion of the session. 
h. Other
Dr. Davis reported that the Obesity Society is currently finalizing plans for Obesity Week, which will be held early November in Boston. She would like SBM to work more closely with the Obesity Society; the Council encouraged her to brainstorm session ideas for the SBM meeting as well.
4. SPLC Liaison Forms and Website

Those individuals that have not submitted their liaison reports to SBM staff are encouraged to do so prior to the next conference call. The information collected on the completed forms will be used to update the Council’s webpage.
5. SBM Organizational Liaison Document

SBM staff forwarded a document that was put together for the Health Policy Council, listing all of the organizations that SBM is currently working with or has worked with in the past. This document included the specific activities that took place between the organization and SBM. SPLC members were asked to review the document and forward any changes to Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin and SBM staff. This organizational document will be updated over time.
6. Policy Brief Template

SBM staff shared the “Template for Responsibilities/Expectations of Health Policy Brief Writers

and Outline of Health Policy Briefs” that was developed by the Health Policy Council. SPLC members will take time during a subsequent call to discuss this document. The SPLC also expects to invite Health Policy Committee Chair, Dr. Marian Fitzgibbon to join that call to discuss the process of writing policy briefs. 
7. Other Business:
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin encouraged SPLC Members and their respective liaison organizations to submit sessions to the SBM Annual Meeting, if they have not already. The deadline to submit an abstract is Thursday September 11. If any Council Members were seeking feedback on or help with their abstracts, Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin offered her assistance. 
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will be sitting on a future Program call to represent the liaison activities of the SPLC to the Program Committee.
Dr. Lora Burke has been invited to our next SPLC call to discuss liaisons between SBM and the American Heart Association (AHA).
