Minutes
1. 07.22.13 Minutes Approval
After hearing no council member objections, minutes were approved by Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin. 
2. Council Business Meeting/Get-Together at Annual Meeting
For the past two annual meetings, instead of holding a business meeting the Council held a dinner for the members to go over Council business. Last year speakers from the sessions organized by the Council were also invited to the dinner. Prior to the organized dinners, the Scientific and Professional Liaison Council (SPLC) met during a Midday Meeting session time.
The Council discussed their options for the 2014 Annual Meeting. They felt that there was good attendance at the dinners in comparison to the Midday Meetings. Anytime during the day would be less of a draw due to SIG meetings and educational sessions. Because of this, the Council decided to continue with the tradition of holding dinners and making sure to invite the speakers of SPLC organized sessions. To ensure maximum attendance, the Council will hold off on selecting a date in which to hold the dinner until after the SPLC organized sessions have been scheduled.
3. Update on Current Liaison Activities
a. North American Primary Care Research Group (NAPCRG)
Dr. Carroll was not present on the call. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin reminded the Council that Dr. Carroll is planning a session with NAPCRG leaders that will be a follow-up of a workshop being held at the NAPCRG meeting.
b. American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM)
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin reported that the planning for a Symposium with ACSM is moving forward. The organizers are currently reviewing the abstract before it is officially submitted. The Council will have an opportunity to review the abstract at a later date.
c. Society for Medical Decision Making (SMDM) and Health Decision Making (HDM) SIG
Drs. O’Neill and Waters will be meeting with Dr. Rob Hamm of SMDM to discuss liaison activities with SBM later this month. In the meantime, the SIG is planning several sessions including a Midday Meeting on technology being co-sponsored with the Cancer SIG, a symposium being co-sponsored with the Theories and Techniques on Behavior Change Interventions SIG on health decision making theories, a genomics symposium and a potential symposium on neuroscience.
d. Pain

Dr. Cheatle was not on call. Updates will be provided next month.
e. Informatics

The Behavioral Informatics SIG is now called the Technology SIG. Dr. Wright is currently working on a pre-session that will train behavioral scientists to work within the computer-human interaction (CHI) field.
f. Evidence Based Behavioral Medicine (EBBM)
Dr. Jacobsen will be reaching out to the new EBBM Committee Chair, Dr. Ken Resnicow to get updated plans with outside organizations and any potential sessions at the Annual Meeting.
g. Public Health Law Research (PHLR)
Dr. Knight was not on call but Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin did report that PHLR did plan to submit a symposium.
h. VA 
Drs. Goodrich and Cheatle are working on a symposium focusing on pain issues with veterans. Dr. Karen Oliver of the Education and Career Development (ETCD) Council will also be helping to co-sponsor a panel discussion on clinical research within the VA.
i. Other
The Midday Meeting idea featuring SBM members telling their stories has been approved by the Program Committee and Membership Council. This session will take the place of the Meet and Greet from years past. Dr. Wright will work with Membership Council Chair Dr. Monica Baskin to organize the session which will feature Drs. Gary Bennett, Sherry Pagoto, and Brian Gonzalez.
4. Council Member Expansion

Drs. Jacobsen and Waters were officially approved as Council Members during the last Board of Directors Call. Dr Sheinfeld Gorin welcomed them to the SPLC. 
Dr. Wright spoke with the former American heart Association liaison, Dr. Laura Hayman, about a potential replacement and she recommended Dr. Lora Burke. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will speak with Dr. Burke within the coming month. 
Dr. Cheatle has recommendations for a liaison representative for health communications. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will touch base with him to get the names. 
Another organization that was recommended to connect with was the American Diabetes Association. Dr. Goodrich suggested connecting with Dr. Caroline Richardson, current Diabetes SIG chair, to get recommendations on a good candidate. Dr Sheinfeld Gorin will follow-up with her.
