Minutes
1. 08.26.13 Minutes Approval
After hearing no council member objections, minutes were approved by Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin. 
2. Plans/Submissions for SPLC’s 2014 Annual Meeting Contributions and Council Get-Together
There were no additional sessions mentioned on the call. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin asked all council members to forward her the names and email address of the presenters in their liaison-related sessions. She will use this information to send invitations to the council’s dinner at the Annual Meeting.
3. Update on Current Liaison Activities
a. North American Primary Care Research Group (NAPCRG)/Primary Care
The NAPCRG meeting is fast approaching and Dr. Carroll and her co-presenters are preparing for their workshop that will take place at that meeting. Dr. Rob Petrella of NAPCRG will be working with Dr. Carroll on the NAPCRG workshop as well as the session that will take place at the SBM Annual Meeting. This will be Dr. Petrella’s first time attending the SBM Annual Meeting.
b. Physical Activity and VA
Dr. Goodrich did not have any updates for the VA. But he did provide updates on the collaboration with the American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM). Prior to the call, Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin forwarded the ACSM-SBM symposium abstract that was going to be submitted for the 2014 Annual Meeting. Council members provided feedback to Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin, for which she thanked them. The SPLC is working with the ACSM on a preconference workshop for the ACSM meeting.
Dr. Goodrich asked Holland to pull a report of the other organizational affiliations that SBM members have to see how many individuals are associated with ACSM. The results showed that ACSM remains one of the top “other” organizations in which SBM members belong. Dr. Goodrich mentioned that this report would be good for the council to review on a future call to see if there are any additional organizations that the council may want to identify for future collaboration.
c. Decision Making
Drs. O’Neill and Waters are arranging conversations with the program organizers for the Society of Medical Decision Making (SMDM)’s Annual Meeting to discuss how SBM can be involved with the planning for that meeting.
d. Pain

Dr. Cheatle was not on call. 
e. Informatics

The preconference session that is a collaboration of Computer Human Interaction (CHI) and the Technology SIG has been submitted for the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting.
f. Evidence Based Behavioral Medicine (EBBM)
Dr. Jacobsen was not able to be on the call but did send updates via email. He was able to have a conversation with the current EBBM Committee chair, Dr. Ken Resnicow, who verified that he will be planning meeting activities for the 2015 Annual meeting and plans to work with the SBM policy groups in the near future. 
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin continues to stay in contact with the Cochrane Collaboration.

Outside of these two entities, Dr. Jacobsen and Sheinfeld Gorin hope to reach out to more EBBM-related organizations in the near future.
g. VA and Public Health Law Research (PHLR)
Dr. Knight was not on the call but Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin did report that Dr. Knight and the PHLR group will be submitting a symposium to the SBM Annual Meeting entitled, “Public Health Law and Behavior Change: Improving Population Health Through Policy.”
h. Other
Dr. Carroll asked the Council members for advice on how to best network with NAPCRG members and to establish connections with new/potential new liaisons. The council agreed that this would be a good subject in which to devote an entire conference call. The committee will discuss the step/stages of liaison formation and will plan to generate a tip sheet for individuals interested in starting the process to form a liaison relationship. Near-term, the SPLC can review the draft SPLC policy and procedures manual. 
4. Council Member Expansion

a. American Heart Association (AHA)
Dr. Lora Burke was recommended by former SPLC member (and former AHA liaison representative) Dr. Laura Hayman as an AHA liaison representative for the SPLC. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin had a conversation with Dr. Burke and discussed preliminary ideas including sharing educational sessions at each other’s meeting and shared council membership positions within each organization.
b. American Diabetes Association (ADA)
On the recommendation of Dr David Goodrich, Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin communicated with the Diabetes SIG Chair to start the process of liaison formation with the ADA.
c. Health Communication

Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin is in touch with Dr. Cheatle to get updates on potential candidates to fill the potential Communications liaison role.
5. Other Business

The next call will be devoted to discussing liaison formation and other items that Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will need to bring forward to the Board at the November Board of Directors Meeting.
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin also mentioned to the group that SBM recently held a webinar on predicting healthcare futures. The webinar was held as a part of SBM’s strategic planning process to bring the society and its members to a more promising healthcare future. Council member can find the webinar, which is posted on SBM website. Holland will also email the link to the council members.

Along with the webinar, SBM will be sending out an evaluation that will be asking for feedback, ideas and perspectives on how to get to this goal. Council members were encouraged to complete the evaluation when it is sent out.
