Minutes
1. 10.28.13 Minutes Approval
Dr. Knight had a clarification on the two panels she mentioned regarding the VA. One of the panels she mentioned was not being submitted to the SBM Annual Meeting. She will send SBM Staff the edits following the call.  
There were no other objections to the minutes. Pending the updated wording from Dr. Knight, the Council approves the minutes.
2. Feedback from SBM Board Meeting
Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin attended the SBM Board of Directors Meeting in Washington DC on Saturday November 2 and Sunday November 3. There were a few items of interest that Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin thought would be of interest to the Council: 
· Dr. Rajani Sadasivam has been approved as the SBM Website Editor. He will start his position following the 2014 Annual Meeting. 
· An additional year was added to the Transitional Membership which is currently only one year long. Each year would increase in pricing, thus making it financially easier for a student to transition to Full Membership.

· The Membership Council is currently working on a membership brochure and would like SPLC feedback. The Membership Council thought the brochure would be a good tool for liaison development.
· The Awards Committee is developing a new annual award centered on health engagement. The first recipient will be awarded at the 2014 Annual Meeting.

· There has been a new Health Policy Council approved. The Chair for this council will be an official member of the SBM Board of Directors.
Outside of the Committee and council updates, the majority of the Board Meeting time was devoted to strategic planning for the society. A strategic plan has been put together and will be shared with the society over the next few months. There are three areas of focus, each of which would potentially need partnership/SPLC help. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin urged the Council members to pay attention to updates on this topic sent from the SBM national office. The Council will move forward with ideas on how SPLC can further support SBM’s strategic plan once it has been disseminated.
3. Update on Current Liaison Activities
a. North American Primary Care Research Group (NAPCRG)/Primary Care
Dr. Carroll attended the NAPCRG meeting in Ottawa at the beginning of the month. She noted that SBM’s presence at the meeting has been increasing throughout the years. Dr. Carroll took with her a handful of SBM materials to share with NAPCRG attendees. These materials ended up being good conversation starters on how to deepen the SBM-NAPCRG relationship. 
NAPCRG is also going through strategic planning. One of the areas they will be focusing on is increasing their policy work. They might be a good group to collaborate with if SBM’s strategic plans also include policy.
In addition to the SPLC planned workshop (which included Drs. Rob Petrella, Gary Bennett and Jennifer Carroll), there was a second workshop planned by SBM members including, Drs. Paul Estabrooks, Russ Glasgow and Lisa Klesges. The topic of this second workshop was on RE-AIM. The same group will also be holding a RE-AIM workshop at the SBM 2014 Annual Meeting. 

b. Physical Activity and VA
The SBM and American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM) symposium on Exercise is Medicine has been accepted for presentation at the SBM 2014 Annual Meeting. There is also a preconference session on behavioral health training and credential issues, lead by Drs. Michael Goldstein and Caroline Richardson, which has been accepted for presentation at the 2014 ACSM Annual Meeting.
c. Decision Making
Three symposia sessions submitted by the Health Decision Making SIG (on neuroscience, theories, and genomics respectively), and a Midday Meeting session have all been accepted for presentation at the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting. The submission deadline for the 2014 Society of Medical Decision Making (SMDM) is not until July, so there is still time for SBM and SMDM to continue their cross talk discussion.
d. Pain

Dr. Cheatle was not on the call to provide updates.  
e. Informatics

Dr. Wright attended the AMIA (formally called the American Medical Informatics Association) meeting which held the Workshop on Interactive Systems in Healthcare (WISH). Human-Computer Interaction (HCI) was once again a co-organizer for the WISH event. Dr. Wright will continue her planning role with the WISH planning committee for the 2014 WISH session. Meanwhile, SBM’s potential official involvement with WISH is still being discussed.
Moving forward, Dr. Wright suggested there be a second person involved with the AMIA liaison relationship, given the vast size of the society. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin suggested Dr. Wilson might be willing to do so, given her interest in meeting with AMIA during the SBM Board of Directors meeting.
f. Evidence Based Behavioral Medicine (EBBM)
There are no official EBBM-related submissions for the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting, but Dr. Jacobsen expects to have sessions ready for proposal for the 2015 Annual Meeting. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin will loop Dr. Jacobsen in on future discussions with the Cochrane Collaboration.
g. VA and Public Health Law Research (PHLR)
Dr. Knight reported that the VA Panel on career opportunities has been accepted and that the Symposium organized with PHLR members has also been accepted.
h. Other
The most recent discussions with the Cochrane Collaboration included how they could be involved with the 2014 SBM Annual Meeting – either by presenting and/or exhibiting. If they exhibited it would be through Wiley who publishes the Cochrane Collaboration library.
4. Proposed SPLC Manual
Outside of the SIG Council, no other Council has a procedures manual. This would make the SPLC manual a model for the other Councils of the society. At the time of the call, the Council members had no initial feedback to provide. Dr. Sheinfeld Gorin encouraged the Council Members to share their comments on the proposed Manual with Holland and the Council will revisit the manual on the next Council call. After the manual has been approved by the Council, it will go to the Board of Directors or Executive Committee for approval. 
After Dr. Knight stated that the manual would be a good orientation for new Council members, Dr. Carroll suggested including an attachment that would offer specific examples of or practical tips for liaison relationship development. SBM staff will work on developing the attachment for the manual and have it ready for review by the next call.
